A Brief Description

This rewarding Bo Bear learning module utilises the Look, Cover, Write, Check
technique of practising and reinforcing spellings. Pre-set word lists can be presented,
selected from the high frequency “sight recognition” words for Key Stage One. Other
lists are topic based, or you can create your own list to suit the needs of your child.

Tips on using “Bo Bear’s Spelling”

1. Select the list to be used from the ten on screen by clicking on it. OR..

2. Click on “Create Your Own List” to enter your own selection of ten words.

3. One word at a time is presented on screen. The children are allowed time to look
at this before it is covered.

4. Using the keyboard, the word can be entered by the children.

5. A further click allows them to compare their attempt with the original.

6. Teachers and parents can create lists to match specific topics, or to practise
identified spelling or phonic patterns.
